Q Tip: Throughout the year, you'll find
historical characters in many of the
houses from 1864. Visit some of them -

for example, in the Merchant's House
(Kebmandsgdrden) or in Havbogade - and
listen to their many fascinating stories.

& Is anyone home at the telephone ex-
change? Knock on the door and discover
how the operators once connected people
across the city. Notice how the telephone
wires stretch over rooftops and streets,
linking the 1927 neighborhood together.

? Did you know... there's a museum inside
our museum? Actually, there are sever-

al. One of them is Musceum, where you'll
find objects dating all the way back to

the Stone Age. In the early 1900s, it was
common for Danish towns to have their
own small museum with local history and
ancient artefacts.

y Find: The hidden birds in the Mint
Master's Mansion (Mgntmestergdrden). Go
into the bird room, turn right, and look for
the marble column on the far wall. Follow
the column up toward the ceiling. Can you
spot the invisible bird?

E_ Find: The outhouses (retiraderne). In
the courtyard behind the Tobacco Factory,
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there's a shed with two toilet stalls. These
were called retirader and were shared by
the residents of nearby houses. The word
retirade comes from the French word for
“to withdraw." Many of these were built in
the 1800s, but they were often too few for
the growing population.

‘ﬁ Visit: Eilschou's Apartments in the 1864
district. These homes were located across
from Hans Christian Andersen'’s childhood
home. He often visited Madam Bunkeflod
here and was introduced to poetry and
culture.

d Visit: The 1970s kindergarten. In 1974,
only 30% of Danish children aged 3-6
attended kindergarten. Today, it's over
90%. In this kindergarten, you'll find quotes
and memories from life in a 1970s daycare.
Children recall that the staff had hairy
armpits and smoked indoors, that they
held children’'s meetings where kids sat
in a circle and shared their opinions, and
that the toilets had no doors - so kids “sat
in a row to poop.”
